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country for pollution abatement in River Yamuna at a cost of Rs 942 Crs.
NMCG'’s share in this project is Rs 565 Crs.

* Project for development of an Integrated Management Plan for 101 wetlands
situated in 27 Ganga districts in Uttar Pradesh up to 5 Kms. on either side of
the river was sanctioned on 30.07.2019. This is in alignment with the overall
objectives of Jal Shakti Abhiyaan and the objective of ensuring ‘Aviralta’ in
river Ganga.

e In Executive Committee meeting held on 30.07.2019, NMCG sanctioned
project in collaboration with Central Ground Water Board and National
Geophysical Research Institute for aquifer mapping focusing on paleo-
channels in parts of Ganga-Yamuna Doab in Kaushambi-Kanpur stretch. This
would be helpful in developing a plan for managing aquifer recharge which
may help in increasing the flow of river Ganga during lean season.

* A round table conference on the practices and approach on the reuse of
treated wastewater in India was held under India-EU water parternership on
23 July 2019.

* Plantation Campaign:
NMCG observed “Ganga Vriksharopan Abhiyan” in the five Ganga river bank
States from 15" to 30" July, 2019 during Jal Shakti Abhiyan, 2019. Massive
plantation drives along with workshops, lectures, drawing and painting
competitions etc. were organised locally.

* Training of Women Groups:
Two months training of 150 women under livelihood development programme
was conducted at Sahibganj, Jharkhand by District Ganga Committee headed
by the Deputy Commissioner in cooperation with Wildlife Institute of India.

 National Mission for Clean Ganga facilitated participation of young smart
entrepreneurs in the SMART India Hackathon 2019 and suggested to develop
an aquatic drone for assessment of water quality of river Ganga & its
tributaries to Ministry of Human Resources Development. The grand finale of
the Hackathon was held in Jaipur from 08" to 12" July, 2019.

e An awareness programme for Ground water recharge, rainwater harvesting
and watershed management and plantation activities were organised under
Ganga Mitra project in 5 Gram Panchayats in Varanasi.

e Kanvad-Yatra

Series of activities including shramdaan/cleanliness drives, nukkad nataks/
skits, publicity through Ganga raths, mobile vans, hoardings were conducted
at various locations during the Kanvad Yatra and as well as during the Chaar
Dham Yatra for awareness and enhancing participation of people. People
were encouraged to reiterate their commitment towards Ganga by taking
Ganga Swachhta and Jal Sanrakshan Sankalp/pledge and to act as Ganga’s
Ambassadors and spread the message of keeping the river clean.
